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Get grid-connect solar on your roof for between $2000-3000!!
Did you know that with the federal government solar panel rebate of $8000 for a 1kW system you can get grid-connect solar on your roof for between $2000-3000 through Climate Action Newcastle?! 
You can become a renewable electricity producer, save money, and be a part of Newcastle’s first bulk solar panel installation! Climate Action Newcastle is currently negotiating with several Australian companies to get bulk installations of solar photovoltaic (PV) panels on roofs in our region. The deal we secure will be significantly cheaper than market prices, due to the economies of scale and the reputation of CAN. The deal is available to CAN members (membership is only $20 a year, $10 concession). 
At this stage, it is likely that the price to each resident will vary somewhere between $2000-3000 for a 1kW system, but hopefully closer to the bottom end of that range depending on the number of households. A 1kW system would typically generate about 1/4 to 1/3 of the average household’s electricity, but it could be more if you implement energy efficiency measures throughout your home. As you might expect, the more installations we get, the cheaper it is for everyone. The program assumes your eligibility for the federal government’s $8000 rebate (see below) and the suitability of your house. Note that the federal government recently announced that to obtain the rebate your household taxable family income must be less than $100,000. 

The other great thing about this deal is that you won’t have to pay the full cost of the panels upfront and wait for the $8000 rebate, the installation company will chase up the rebate with the government later. You are just required to pay the $2000-3000 at the time of installation. 

Until now, it has been difficult to justify the outlay for solar panels but with the increase in electricity prices the numbers are really stacking up, particularly if you have a north or west facing roof. With the introduction of smart meters (time-based metering), your solar panels will be generating electricity (and saving you money) when the sun is most intense and electricity prices are highest (2-8pm). It is no secret that electricity prices will be going up significantly in the coming few years, so now is the time to go solar!

Rebate Eligibility for New Residential Solar Photovoltaic Systems: 

· Household taxable family income must be less than $100,000

· The system must be installed at your principal place of residence

· Australian Government Support: Up to $8000 ($8/W up to 1kW)

· You have not previously received a rebate for a photovoltaic system from the Australian Government (if you have you are eligible for $5/W up to 1kW)

· Rebates and grants are available for the purchase and installation of major equipment items. Equipment must be new and not second-hand. 

· Residential rebates are for photovoltaic systems that are connected to a main-grid or are very close to a main-grid.

· The person who carries out the installation must be accredited for design and installation of photovoltaic systems.
