	Push for take-up of renewable energy
	· Launched pilot Kilowatt Challenge with 50 participating households and 1 school
· Time to Switch media campaign focused on World Environment Day; media exposure and two schools made windmills; Sharon Grierson MP and Clr Marilyn Eade pledged to take up 100% GreenPower at assembly of The Junction School


	· Seek wider publicity and take up of Kilowatt Challenge in 2008
· Campaign grows into Smart Energy Expo Newcastle 2007 to showcase sustainable living options; if successful repeat in 2008, possibly at the Home Show
· Information campaign to assist low income families with energy efficiency and renewable energy options

	Advocacy
	· Met with State parliamentarians to put our case on two occasions
· Met with Lord Mayor of Newcastle City Council to promote motions including cap on coal exports at present level, moratorium on coal mines and coal fired power stations, levy on coal exports to fund renewable energy industry, promote cycleways and public transport (motions passed and the ideas contained now widely used by many seeking to contain the coal industry and push for a transition to renewable energy)
· Begin engagement with business to encourage sign ups to GreenPower and encourage them to go carbon neutral
	· Plan to meet with Phil Koperburg and meeting with Federal MP Sharon Grierson later in August
· Continue to work with Newcastle City Council on renewable energy initiatives eg cycleways, promote Climate Cam, model changes in Council and City Hall through renewable energy installation and GreenPower
· Targetted campaign to approach greater numbers of businesses
