Dear Kevin Rudd/Penny Wong/Sharon Grierson,
I am writing to express my deep and abiding concern over the Australian government’s disastrous decision to relay action on the climate crisis until 2013. The world faces catastrophic climate change and if we are to reduce emissions by the necessary 25 – 40% by 2020, a price on carbon is crucial.

Emissions are on track to increase by 15% by 2020. Yet if we do not peak carbon in the next few years, and start making dramatic cuts, we will fail to prevent temperature rises in excess of 2°C, beyond which it is likely that dangerous climate tipping points will be exceeded. Such tipping points, such as the loss of summer ice-cover in the Arctic, could cause the melting of the Greenland and Antarctic ice sheets and thawing of the permafrost, releasing immense quantities of methane . Such events would cause irreversible warming. 
The IPCC’s 2007 report estimated that 200 million people could become climate refugees by 2050, due to rising sea levels, floods and droughts. By 2100 1.1-3.2 billion people are predicted to face water scarcity. 
The situation is dire, yet the solutions are not out-of-reach. The International Energy Agency has said that a massive 65 per cent of cuts in global emissions by 2020 can come from using energy more efficiently. Phasing out coal is necessary and achievable; replacing coal-fired power stations with solar-thermal power plants and wind turbines will create employment, and have huge benefits in terms of human health and the environment.
Not so long ago, Kevin Rudd said “Climate change is the great moral challenge of our generation”.  He went on to say “To delay any longer would be reckless and irresponsible for our economy and environment”.  He was right, and despite the government’s policy reversal, the climate crisis has become more urgent, not less urgent, in the intervening period. 

The Carbon Pollution Reduction Scheme (CPRS) would have failed to reduce emissions over the next five to ten years - the crucial window-period climate scientists have warned is our last chance to prevent runaway climate change.  This was not a solution. But a solution is needed urgently  – we need a price on carbon straight away. I implore the government to take the climate crisis seriously, and treat it as the emergency it is.
